Required Materials: Each student must have a separate 1-inch binder, notebook paper and pens/pencils. Books must be brought to class daily unless otherwise specified.  Students will be required to purchase assigned novels for supplemental reading.  Additional material may be required at a later time.

Classroom Expectations: 

Two basic rights and responsibilities exist in this classroom.  They are

· Everyone has a right to be respected.

· No one has the right to interfere with learning.
The following set of rules is derived from these two basic rights and responsibilities:

· Be in your seat, quiet, and begin your work when the bell rings.  

· Bring materials to class (i. e. textbooks, blue or black pen/pencil, notebook, paper). Students are not expected to waste class time going to lockers or asking for loans of class materials.  Do not bring food, drinks, chewing gum, or personal audio systems to class.

· Personal grooming is only allowed in the restroom class.

· Disruptive talking is prohibited; talking is allowed with teacher’s permission; raise hands to be acknowledged. Refrain from talking or walking during presentations

· Profanity, teasing, rude remarks, rude gestures, or put-downs will not be tolerated.

· Sleeping and or placing one’s head on the desk, while class is in session is not permitted

· Cell phones and other electronic devices are only allowed for use before and after school.


· Follow all teacher directions, oral or written.  When I give a direction, it is to be followed immediately without being repeated.  If I say, No talking,” it means NO talking!

Never challenge a teacher’s decision in front of the class.  The teacher(s) will be happy to discuss any situation or concern with you privately on a one-to-one basis.  If you approach the teacher in a reasonable manner, the teacher will listen to what you have to say, and will do the very best to address your concerns.

Late Assignments:  Assignments are due on the due date.

  One day late = loss of 25%

  Two days or more late = loss of 50%

Make-up Policy:  All make-up work must be completed within two days upon return to school following an excused absence. If the work is not made up within this time, the work will not be accepted. The student must request the make-up work upon return to school. All make-up work will be given after school. Do not ask for make-up work during class.
Re-do Policy: Students may redo and replace any failing test grade as long as Mr. Linebarger has given approval.  The highest grade available on any re-do test is a 70%.  Students who refuse to complete any assignment may not redo an assignment that they choose not to do the first time. All redo attempts must be done in a tutorial situation during the teacher’s normal after school tutorials during the week of the original test.
